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What is PYC 20257

The Philippine Youth Convention 2025 (PYC 2025), titled “2030 IS NOW: The 1st Philippine
Youth Convention on SDG Localization”, is a national multi-sectoral convergence organized by
the United Nations Association of the Philippines (UNAP) and the United Nations Youth
Association of the Philippines (UNYAP). It will gather 1,000+ youth leaders from all 18
regions to advance youth-led actions for the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). The
convention features keynote sessions, plenary discussions, networking opportunities, the 2030
NOW: Youth SDG Impact Awards, and the election of UNYAP's national officers—turning global
goals into local actions for 2030 and beyond.

When and where will PYC 2025 take place?
It will be held on September 21-22, 2025 at the Legazpi City Convention Center, Legazpi
City, Albay.

Who can participate?
The convention is open to individual youth, student leaders, organizations, councils, and
institutions nationwide, whether or not they are part of the awards program.

How much is the registration fee and what does it include?

The fee is #3,000.00 per participant, inclusive of the following:
